Zvaz elektrotechnického priemyslu
Slovenskej republiky (ZEP SR)
vznikol v roku 1991 ako profesné
zdruzenie, posobiace v oblasti
elektrotechniky a elektroniky,
informacnych a komunikac¢nych
technolagii. V suc¢asnosti
zdruzuje 80 ¢lenov s orientaciou
na elektrotechnicku vyrobu.
Vyjadrenim snahy uzkeho
prepojenia vyrobnych spolo¢nosti
s akademickou podou je fakt, ze
do zvazovej ¢clenskej zakladne patri
aj 17 strednych odbornych skol

a technickych univerzit. ZEP SR
je najvacésou a reprezentativnou
zamestnavatel'skou organizaciou
svojho druhu v rezorte. Vstupuje
do rokovani s Vladou SR,
odborovymi organizaciami

a zahrani¢nymi partnermi

a venuje sa zamestnavatelskym

i socialnym otazkam s dorazom
na spoloéné zaujmy svojich
¢lenov. Novym prezidentom Zvizu
elektrotechnického priemyslu SR
sa stal Ing. Vladimir Ondrovié. Bol
zvoleny na Valnom zhromazdeni
ZEP SR dna 21. maja 2015. Polozili
sme mu niekol'ko otazok.

Ste novym prezidentom ZEP. Aké vyzvy ste prijali v su-
vislosti s touto zodpovednou funkciou? Co by ste radi
zmenili éi posunuli smerom dopredu?

Ulohy a vjznam zvizu vzrasta tmerne s tym, ako elektrotechnika
opat vystupuje do popredia ako jeden z hnacich motorov slovenskej
ekonomiky. Caké nas mnozstvo préace a vyziev, aby sme tspesne
naplnili prijaté Programové vyhlasenie ZEP SR. Nadalej budeme
pokracovat v systémovych krokoch, akymi st nase aktivity v oblasti
legislativy, odborného vzdelavania, exportu ¢i vedy a vyskumu.
Rovnako velky doéraz venujeme i ¢innostiam na podporu pod-
nikania nasich c¢lenov. Snazime sa tak pomoct nasim clenskym
firmam presadit sa na domacom i zahrani¢nom trhu, ako aj zlepsit
podnikatelské prostredie a podporit vyrobnt i vyvojovi dynamiku

slovenského elektrotechnického a elektronického priemyslu. Nie

sme krajina, ktora disponuje obrovskymi nerastnymi surovinami,
ani nekone¢nymilanmi ¢i nevzdelanou pracovnou silou. Vzdy sme
boli hrdi na nas rozum a nase schopnosti riesit situdcie. Staviame
na tom, ¢o mame a vieme, ¢o chceme dosiahnut. Rovnako sa sta-
viame 1 k rozvoju aktivit zvdzu podporujucich podnikanie nasich
clenskych firiem.

Aké aktualne projekty ¢i ¢innosti su pre ZEP prioritou
na najblizSie obdobie? Predstavte nam ich.

V stlade s Programovym vyhlasenim ZEP SR na roky 2015 a 2016
budeme nadalej rozvijat vietky aktivity smerujice k podpore elektro-
technického priemyslu, ale aj podnikatelského prostredia ako celku.
Dolezitou oblastou aktivit ZEP SR je zaroven aj podpora podnikania
¢lenskych firiem, ktora sa uskuto¢nuje v stllade s koncepciou ,, SPOLU*.
Tato koncepcia sa zameriava na podporu piatich hlavnych oblasti:
S — systémové rieSenia, P — podpora podnikania, O — odbornost,
L —legislativa, U — tspora. Sme tiez realizatorom viacerych eur6p-
skych projektov zameranych na zlepsenie podnikania a zamestnavania
v elektrotechnike. Vyznamné st 1 ramcové dohody zabezpecujtice
rozne zlavy pre ¢lenské firmy. Zvaz je spoluorganizatorom elektrotech-
nického veltrhu ELO SYS, ako i organizatorom spolo¢nych stankov
¢lenov na medzinarodnych vystavach.

V tomto roku by sme radi uviedli do zZivota elektrotechnickt
olympiadu pre zZiakov strednych odbornych $kél a intenzivne
pracujeme aj na nasom eurépskom projekte zameranom na odstra-
nenie medzier v zru¢nostiach absolventov strednych skol — Skill
ME projekt.



Menime aj nasu vystavnicku stratégiu. S ciefom priblizit sa k ¢len-
skym 1 neclenskym firmam sme sa v tomto roku rozhodli pre
zmenu polohy stanku, ktory najdete v Paviléne ¢. 5. Novinkou
bude aj spolo¢ny stanok ZEP SR a jeho ¢lenskych firiem, ktoré
bud v stanku ako spoluvystavovatelia. Rovnako, spolo¢né stanky
staviame i na veltrhoch Amper ¢i MSV Brno a uvazujeme aj nad
zahrani¢nymi veltrhmi, najméd v Nemecku ¢i v Rusku. Samo-
zrejmostou je pat odbornych sttazi pre aktivnych vystavovatelov
veltrhu ELO SYS.

V dnesnych dnoch pracujeme na dvoch velkych veciach, v prvom
rade menime sidlo Sektretariatu ZEP SR. V novych priestoroch
planujeme vytvorit modernt zasadacku, ktora by bola pristupna
vSetkym ¢lenom nielen na stretnutia so ZEP SR ale i na rokova-
nia s ich obchodnymi partnermi. Bude to nova sluzba ¢lenom,
ktora im v Bratislave poskytne priestor s technickym zadzemim,
obcerstvenim, dobrou lokalitou nedaleko dialni¢ného obchvatu,
ale v centre, a samozrejme, s bezproblémovym parkovanim. To
vietko kedykolvek a bezplatne.

Intenzivne pracujeme aj na druhom rocniku Plesu Zvizu elektro-
technického priemyslu SR, ktory sa bude konat v sobotu 23. januara
2016 v Narodnom tenisovom centre v Bratislave. Cielom je organi-
zacia networkingového spoloc¢enského podujatia pre predstavitelov
elektrotechnickych, energetickych a I'T firiem a ich zdkaznikov.
Planovany pocet hosti je 350 az 500. Na podujati budi méct hostia
vidiet spevaka Vasa Patejdla, kapelu Starmania, hudobnika Félixa
Slovacka ¢i folklornu hudobni skupinu Terchovska muzika. Zaciatok
predaja listkov je planovany na ELO SYS 2015.

Prezidentovi SR ste avizovali, Zze pocitujete nedosta-
tok odbornikov pre elektrotechnicky priemysel na Slo-
vensku. Mate recept na to, ako vyriesit k spokojnosti
prepojenia tedrie a praxe?

Snazime sa o zvySenie kvality a kvantity absolventov strednych
odbornych skol prostrednictvom viacerych projektov. Aktivne
sa zucastnujeme a predsedame Sektorovej rade v projekte Roz-
voj stredného odborného vzdeldavania. Nominovali sme tri skoly
na pilotné testovanie prvkov dudlneho vzdelavania, spolupracovali
pri tvorbe skolskych dualnych zmlav a manualov pre zamestnava-
telov a spracovali pripomienky elektrotechnickych firiem k novému
zakonu o odbornom vzdelavani a priprave.

Okrem toho sme zorganizovali sektorovii radu zloZent z personalis-
tov nielen ¢lenskych firiem, zamerand na tvorbu Narodnej ststavy
povolani a Narodnej ststavy kvalifikacii. Cielom tychto projek-
tov je dokoncit standardy vSetkych zamestnani v elektrotechnike
avytvorit k nim kvalifika¢né karty (definovat vedomosti, zru¢nosti
a dalsie kompetencie potrebné pre vykon daného zamestnania).
Elektrotechnicka cast NSP a NSK pod vedenim nasho Generalneho
sekretara je v tomto momente prakticky hotova.

V spolupraci so strednymi odbornymi skolami ZEP SR navyse pri-
pravil expoziciu s nazvom ,,Studuj ELECTRO, bud SMART®,
Navstevnici v nej budi moéct vidiet rozne ,,robotické” exponaty,
s ktorymi pracuji uz ziaci strednych $kol. Cielom expozicie je pred-
stavit laickej verejnosti a zastupcom médii moznosti, ktoré ponika
stadium elektrotechniky. Snazime sa o zmenu pohladu verejnosti
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na stadium elektrotechniky a o demostraciu, Ze uz ziaci strednych
$kol sa stretavaja so zaujimavymi a modernymi technickymi apli-
kaciami. Expoziciu najdete v blizkosti stanku ZEP SR v Paviléne 5.

Délezitymi projektom na podporu elektrotechnického vzdelavania
je 1 obnovena sutaz, Elektrotechnicka olympiada, ktort organizu-
jeme s EF Zilinskej univerzity. Pripravené st stanovy, web stranka,
informacny systém na vyhodnocovanie odpovedi, ako aj otazky pre
sutaziacich. Satazit buda timy zlozené z 1 az 3 Studentov. V ramci
finan¢nych moznosti ZEP SR by sme prostrednictvom propagacie
sutaze radi informovali rodicov 1 $tudentov o moznostiach stadia
elektrotechnickych studijnych odborov, o vyhodach stadia elektro-
techniky ¢1 o uplatnitelnosti absolventov nasich odbornych $kél.

Intenzivne pracujeme aj na nasom eurépskom projekte SkillME
(Skills in metal and electro industry). Hlavnymi cielmi projektu
SkillME je identifikovat medzery v zruc¢nostiach absolventov $kol
v elektrotechnickom a strojarenskom priemysle, pripravit studijny
plan, ktory pomoze odstranit tieto nedostatky, a integrovat takyto
plan do stredného odborného vzdelavania v krajinach zapojenych
do projektu. Projekt podporuje spolupracu medzi priemyslom
a $kolstvom a demonstruje pridant hodnotu studijnych planov
vytvorenych v rdmci spolupréce firiem, $kol a statnych vzdelava-
cich institdcii.

Vyvijate aktivity aj na poli vymozitelnosti prava, oblas-
ti konkurzov a reStrukturalizacii v elektroenergetike.
Co vnimate ako najvaési problém a kde vidite vhodné
rieSenia?

ZEP SR je zamestnavatelskou organizaciu, preto stav podnika-
telského prostredia, vymozitelnosti prava ¢i kvalitné zakonné
podmienky obchodnych vztahov, st pre nas mimoriadne dole-
zité. Na zdklade poznatkov z clenskej zakladne sme pripravili
legislativnu iniciativu, ktorej cielom je zlepsit postavenie veritelov
v stale castejsich konkurznych a restrukturaliza¢nych konaniach.
Nie je predsa mozné, aby podnikatelia dennodenne prichadzali
o svoj majetok vo forme dodaného tovaru v premyslenych konkur-
zoch firiem, ktoré st vopred ,,vycistené® tak, aby v konkurznom
konani nebolo mozné uspokojit ziadneho veritela. Po vyrieseni
tohto obrovského problému by sa jednoduchsie hovorilo o zvyso-
vani zamestnanosti ¢i priemernych miezd v sektore. Konkurzné
a restrukturaliza¢né konania s pri si¢asnom zneni zakona Iahko
zneuziteIné na ziskanie neopravneného prospechu na tkor zod-
povedne podnikajucich podnikatelov. Tato skutocnost sposobuje
problémy firmam v celom slovenskom priemysle.

Kedze rokovania s vrcholovymi predstavitelmi $tatu nepriniesli
zasadnejsie vysledky, zvazujeme dalsi postup, najma postupné
zverejhovanie jednotlivych pripadov porusenia prava - z pohladu
obchodného i trestné¢ho prava — v snahe vytvorit potrebny spolocen-
sky tlak na zmenu zakona o konkurze a restrukturalizacii. Zaroven
posudzujeme moznost podat podnet na Ustavny sud pre poruse-
nie Gstavného prava na vlastnictvo majetku a nestlad slovenskej
legislativy so Smernicou EU Parlamentu a Rady ¢&. 7/2011 o boji
proti oneskorenym platbam. A napokon, chceli by sme vypracovat
i navrhy obchodnych zmlav, ktoré by nasim clenskym firmam
pomohli aspon v niektorych pripadoch vyhnut sa takymto pod-
vodnym konaniam.
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WE ARE PURSUING

THE GROWING IMPORTANCE
OF THE ELECTROTECHNOLOGY

INDUSTRY

The Association of the Electrotechnology Industry of the Slovak Republic (in

Slovak: ZEP SR) originated in 1991 as a professional association working in the

area of electrotechnology and electronics and information and communication
technologies. At present it associates 80 members with a focus on electrotechnology
manufacturing. An expression of the effort at close interconnection of manufacturing
companies with academic soil is the fact that 17 secondary vocational schools and
technical universities also are among the association’s membership base. ZEP SR

is the largest and representative employers’ organization of its type in the field. It

is starting discussions with the Slovak government, professional organizations and
foreign partners and is devoting itself to employment and social questions with

an emphasis on the common interests of its members. The new president of the
Association of the Electrotechnology Industry of the Slovak Republic is Ing. Vladimir
Ondrovic¢. He was elected at the General Meeting of ZEP SR on 21 May2015. We

asked him a few questions.

You are the new president of the ZEP. What challenges
have you accepted in association with this position

of responsibility? What would you like to change or
advance forward?

The roles and importance of the association is growing proportion-
ally with how electrotechnology is again moving to the forefront as
one of the driving engines of the Slovak economy. A lot of work and
many challenges await us if we are to successfully fulfil the approved
Program Memorandum of ZEP SR. Furthermore, we’ll continue in
systemic steps, such as our activities in the areas of legislation, voca-
tional education, exports or science and research. We are equally
devoting great emphasis and activities on support for the business-
es of our members. We are thus trying to help our member firms
assert themselves on both the domestic and foreign market, as well
asimproving the business environment and supporting the manufac-
ture and development dynamic of the Slovak electrotechnology and
electronics industry. We are not a country which has available a huge
amount of mineral resources or even endless field or an uneducated
labour force. We’ve always been proud of our reason and our ability
to handle situations. We build on what we have and what we know,
what we want to achieve. We are also equally building in regard to
the development of the association’s activities supporting the business
of our membership companies.

What current projects or activities are a priority for
ZEP in the near future? Tell us about them.

In line with the Program Memorandum of ZEP SR in the years
2015 and 2016 we will further develop all activities aiming toward
the support of the electrotechnology industry as well as the business
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environment as a whole. An important are of activities for ZEP SR
is at the same time the support of the business of member firms,
which is carried out in line with the conception “SPOLU” (trans-
lated: TOGETHER). This concept is focused on support of five
primary areas: S — systémové riesenia (system solutions), P — pod-
pora podnikania (support of business), O — odbornost (expertise),
L — legislativa (legislation), U — Gspora (savings). We are also the
implementers of several European projects focused on improved
business and employment in electrotechnology. Also important are
framework agreements ensuring different discounts for member
firms. The association is a co-organizer of the electrotechnology
trade fair ELO SYS, as well as the organizer of company stands
of members at international expositions.

In this year we were pleased to bring to life Electrotechnology Olym-
pics for pupils of secondary vocational schools and we are working
intensively on our European project aimed at removing the gaps in
the skills of graduates of secondary schools — the Skill ME project.

We are also changing our exhibition strategy. With the goal of
getting closer to our member and non-member firms we decided
this year for a change of position of the stand, which you’ll find
in Pavilion no. 5. A new item will also be a common ZEP SR
stand and its member firms, which will exhibit together in this
stand. Likewise, we are building common stands at the Amper
trade fair or MSV Brno and we are also considering foreign trade
fairs, especially in Germany or in Russia. Obviously, there are
also the 5 professional competitions for active exhibitors of the

ELO SYS trade fair.

In the present we working on two large matters, first of all we are
changing the seat of the ZEP SR Secretariat. In the new spaces
we plan to create a modern conference room which would be
accessible to all members, and not only for meetings with ZEP
SR but also for negotiations with their business partners. This
will be a new service from members which offers them a space
in Bratislava with a technical background, refreshments, a good
location not far from a motorway bypass, but also in the centre
and obviously with trouble-free parking. All of this we’ll be free
of charge at all times.

We are working intensively on the second year of the Association
Ball for the Electrotechnology Industry of the Slovak Republic,
which will take place on Saturday 23 January 2016 in the Nation-
al Tennis Centre in Bratislava. The goal is the organization of
a networking social event for representatives of electrotechnolo-
gy, energy and IT companies and their customers. The planned
number of guests is 350 to 500. Guests at the event will have the
chance to see singer Vaso Patejdl, the group Starmania, musician
Félix Slovacek or the folklore musical group Terchovskd muzika.
Tickets are expected to go on sale at ELO SYS 2015.

You informed the President of the Slovak Republic that
you feel a deficiency of professionals for the electro-
technology industry in Slovakia. Do you have a recipe
for how to resolve this issue to the satisfaction of both
theory and practice?

We are trying to raise the quality and quantity of graduates of
secondary vocational schools through several projects. We are
actively taking part in and chairing the Sector Council in the
project Development of Secondary Vocational Education. We
have nominated 3 schools for a pilot testing of elements of a dual
education, cooperating in the creation of educational dual agree-
ments and manuals for employers and processing the comments
of electrotechnology firms regarding the new law on vocational
education and preparation.

In addition to this, we have organized a sector council made up
of personnel, and not only from member firms, focused on the
creation of a National System of Professions (NSP) and a National
System of Qualifications (NSQ). The aim of these projects is to
complete the standards of all those employing electrotechnology
and to created qualification cards to go with it (to define the
knowledge, skills and other competences needed for performing
the given job). The electrotechnology part of the NSP and NSQ
under the leadership of our General Secretariat is at this moment
practically ready.

In cooperation with secondary vocational schools ZEP SR has in
addition prepared an exposition with the name “Study ELECTRO,
be SMART?”. Visitors to it will be able to see different “robotic”
exhibits which are already being worked on by secondary school
pupils. The aim of the exposition is to present to the lay public
and representatives of the media the opportunities which electro-
technology studies offer. We are trying to change the view of the
public on the study of electrotechnology and demonstrate that
pupils of secondary schools are already coming across interesting
and modern technological applications. You'll find the exposition
in the vicinity of ZEP SR in Pavilion 5.
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Another important project for the support of electrotechnology edu-
cation is also a renewal of the competition the Electrotechnology
Olympics, which we are organizing with the Faculty of Electrical
Engineering of Zilina University. Stands, a Web page, an informa-
tion system for evaluating the responses as well as the questions for
competitors have all been prepared. Teams made up of I to 3 students
will compete. Within the financial possibilities of ZEP SR we will
be glad through promotion of the competition to inform parents
and students about the possibilities of studying electrotechnology,
about the advantages of studying electrotechnology or about the
applicability of graduates of our vocational schools.

We are also working intensively on our European project SkillME
(Skills in the metal and electro industries). The main goal of the
SkillME project is to identify gaps in the skills of graduates of schools
in electrotechnology and the engineering industries, to prepare a cur-
riculum which will help remove these deficiencies and to integrate
such a plan into the secondary vocational school education in the
countries involved in the project. The project supports cooperation
between industry and education and demonstrates the added value
of curricula created in the scope of cooperation with companies,
schools and state educational institutions.

You are also developing activities in the area of en-
forcing the law, the area of bankruptcy and restruc-
turing in electric energy. What do you perceive as the
largest problem and where do you see an appropriate
solution?

The ZEP SR is an employers’ organization, therefore, the state
of the business environment, the enforcing of law or the quality
of legal conditions for trade relations are exceptionally important
for us. On the basis of knowledge from our member base we have
prepared a legislative initiative which aims to improve the position
of creditors in the ever more frequent bankruptcy and restructuring
activities. It is simply not possible for business people to daily lose
their assets in the form of supplied goods in the deliberate bank-
ruptcy of companies which are “cleaned out” in advance so that
in bankruptcy proceedings it is not possible to satisfy any single
creditor. After resolution of this huge problem it would be simpler
to speak about increasing employment or the average wages in the
sector. Bankruptcy and restructuring proceedings are with the cur-
rent wording of the law easily abused for obtaining an unauthorised
benefit at the expense of those responsibly doing business. This fact
causes problems to firms in all Slovak industries.

Since discussions with top representatives of the state have not
brought more principle results, we are considering other approach-
es, especially the gradual publishing of individual cases of breach-
ing the law — from the viewpoint of commercial and criminal law
— in an effort to create the necessary social pressure for a change
in the law on bankruptcy and restructuring. At the same time
we are reviewing the possibility of submitting a motion to the
Constitutional Court for a breach of the constitutional right to
ownership of property and the variance of Slovak legislation
with the Directive of the EU Parliament and Council no. 7/2011
on the battle against late payments. And ultimately, we would
also like to work up proposals for commercial contracts which
could help our member firms at least in some cases to avoid such
fraudulent activities.
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
