It is  
 recommended that the carnet holder asks the question before trying to 
 cross the border. It would depend on the reason for the carnet being 
 replaced with a duplicate.

Customs offices: ATA carnets are accepted at the port and airport where Customs facilities 

for the clearance of goods and passengers’ baggage are provided.  At the 
land frontier with Spain ATA carnets are accepted at all hours.
