In the event of Participants failing to remit the sums indicated in respect of the participation 
by the date indicated in the foregoing article 5, the Organizers shall be justified in terminating the present contract pursuant to Article1456 of the Italian Civil Code, and entitled to demand payment of the full participation fee, by way of penalty, as well as pursuing compensation for further damages sustained. 
Art. 10 - Admission 
Admission to the Exhibition is subordinate solely and exclusively to receipt of the Registration 
Form and its attachments by the Matching Secretarial Service. The Organizers in any event remain at liberty to refuse an application for admission, at their total discretion, and will not be obliged to give reasons for such a decision, neither will they incur any liability thereby; accordingly, in signing this contract, the Participant waives any right of appeal and/or action against a decision to refuse admission to the Exhibition. The Organizers will give written confirmation of any such decision to the Participants. 
Art. 11 - Rules on Transfer of Contract 
Any transfer of the present Contract or sub-letting of the stand and/or part thereof, even without 
charge, is strictly forbidden. Failure to observe this rule will give rise to immediate termination of the present contract and consequently immediate closure of the stand, with no reimbursement due to the Participant in respect of sums already paid and expenses sustained; the Participant may also be pursued for other damages. 
Art.12 - Non-participation 
In the event of Participant failing for whatever reason to occupy the designated stand by the 
appointed time (09.00 on 25th November, 2013), the Organizers shall be entitled to dispose of the vacant stand as they deem fit. The amount already paid or still owed by the Participant in settlement of the full participation fee will be withheld and/or demanded by the Organizers, as penalty for non-fulfilment of the commitment to participate in the Exhibition, and the Participant may also be pursued for compensation in respect of further damages. The Organizers also 
remain at liberty to bar defaulting Participants from subsequent editions of the Exhibition. 
Art. 13 - Use of the website 
Participants using the Exhibition website are under obligation to refrain from contacting 
other Participants singly or collectively in order to promote services and/or products or at all events to engage in any form of advertising. Failure to observe this rule will give rise to immediate termination of the present contract, at the absolute discretion of the Organizers, and consequently immediate closure of the stand, with no reimbursement due to the Participant in respect of sums already paid and expenses sustained; the Participant may also be pursued for other damages. 


Art.14 - Allocation of Space 
The allocation of stand space in the various areas of the Exhibition is determined exclusively 
by the Organizers, taking into account the general interests of the event, the priority attributable to the date on which Registration Form is received, and the amount of space requested. The Organizers shall be entitled to change the location of the stand, at their absolute discretion, even if already allocated, or to alter the dimensions if necessary for technical reasons and/or where organizational requirements may so dictate, with no possibility of contestation on the part of the Participant. 
Art.15 - Force Majeure 
In the event that the Exhibition should be prevented from taking place due to force majeure, 
or to reasons beyond the control of the Organizers, the commitments undertaken in respect of third parties and the organizational expenses will be shared between the Participants within the limits of the advance payments made. sustained. Art. 16 - Reconsignment of Stand 
At the end of the Exhibition, the Participants who have occupied the pre-equipped stand for all of the three days shall proceed to remove the material from their allocated space. The removal of material must be completed by the time the hall is due to close on the final day of the Exhibition. 
Art.17 - Municipal advertising tax 
Without prejudice to the rules governing participation, the Participant is liable to pay the 
Municipality of Milan a levy on items considered to be taxable in accordance with Presidential Decree n° 639 of 26/10/1972 and other applicable statutory regulations. By an agreement reached with the Municipality of Milan in the interests of the Participants, the levy in question is established on a flat rate basis for the overall floor area occupied by the Exhibition. To the end of avoiding burdensome procedures that the Participants would otherwise have to comply with themselves, the levy in question is included in the participation fee. 
Art. 18 - Surveillance 
The Organizers will arrange for a general surveillance service to operate in the exhibition 
halls. Participants are solely responsible for custody and surveillance of their respective stands during the hours when the halls are open. Accordingly, each of the single Participants should be promptly in attendance at the stand when the exhibition halls open and preside over the stand until the halls are closed. Neither the Organizers, nor the Secretarial Service, nor Fiera Milano S.p.A. or Fondazione Fiera Milano or Fiera Milano Congressi S.p.A. can be held responsible or accountable for any theft of and/or damage to any material on display. In appending their signatures to this contract, at all events, the Participants automatically waive any rights, claims and/or actions, whether contractual or extra-contractual, including recourse and/or indemnity, in respect of possible damages sustained through theft, injury, fire and/or other events, against the Organizers, the Secretarial Service, the Compagnia delle Opere or CDO.net srl, Fiera Milano S.p.A. or Fondazione Fiera Milano or Fiera Milano Congressi S.p.A., and/or entities connected with and/or subordinate to them. 
Art. 19 - Insurance and indemnity 
1. Participants are required to take out insurance in respect of third party liability and against 
all other risks, which should also cover goods, materials, furnishings and equipment brought to the Fiera Milano centre for the purposes of the Exhibition. The sum insured must be appropriate, and the policy must insure against all risks, waiving entitlement to claim against third parties, including the Organizers, Fondazione Fiera Milano, Fiera Milano S.p.A., Fiera Milano Congressi S.p.A., Companies connected with and/or subordinate to them, Compagnia delle Opere and other entities involved in the organization of the Exhibition (hereinafter, "Third Parties"). Art. 20 - Changes to General Rules of Participation - Regulations and Ordinances 
The Organizers remain at liberty to establish regulations and ordinances that may contradict 
these General Rules of Participation, if judged by them to be opportune in improving the management of the Exhibition and its related services. Such regulations and ordinances have the same importance as these General Rules of Participation, and are therefore compulsory in the same measure. In the event of failure to abide by the provisions of these General Rules of Participation, the Organizers shall be entitled to take the step of expelling a Participant from the event. In this eventuality, the Participant has no right whatsoever to reimbursement or compensation of any kind, and the Organizers remain entitled not only to order the expulsion of the Participant but also to seek redress for damages sustained. 
Art. 21 - Privacy - Statement and consent

with Legislative Decree n° 196 of 30 June, 2003 (Privacy Act). Art. 22 - Applicable law 
The present contract is subject to and regulated exclusively by the laws of Italy. 
Art 23 - Claims - Disputes - Jurisdiction 
Any claims must be presented to the Organizers in writing. Any dispute deriving from or in any 
way connected to the fulfilment and/or termination and/or invalidity of the present contract will be submitted to the exclusive jurisdiction of the Milan Law Courts. The Organizers remain at 
liberty nonetheless to bring actions at the Law Courts named by the other contracting party.
